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TEAM MANAGER’S RESPONSIBILITIES
1. The Team Manager shall accept that the team coach will have primary responsibility for controlling all areas relating to the preparation of player and team performance.
2. The Team Manager shall consult with the coach and work in harmony for team administration

3. Whilst managing the team at tournaments and Championships, the manager shall be responsible for all finance, administration details, time management (in consultation with the coach) and for the behaviour of all team members before, during and after the event.

4. Collation of team players contact & medical details, including dates of birth.
5. Check that players, where applicable, are affiliated to the Welsh Netball Association, are correctly registered and have their affiliation numbers at Tournaments and Trials.

6. Team kit and its return at the end of the season notifying the committee of any repairs/replacements required.

7. Details of fixtures and liaising with players, opposition and officials 

8. Handling match procedures and implementing the correct protocol.

9. Balance and return of petty cash to the Club’s Treasurer.

10. Knowledge of the rules of the game, particularly relating to uniform, injury, substitution and timing of breaks.

11. Keep game scores & statistics if required by the coach.

12. Arrangements for team photos!

13. First Aid Kit checked and updated

14.  Attend Club meetings and give a verbal or written report as required.
15. Organise an annual fund raising event with the Fund Raising Officer 

16.  Collate the ‘Player Player’ information for  the end of season Presentation Evening’ and inform the coach of the decision 
17.  Ensure the Club / League / County adheres to the Welsh Netball Child Protection Regulations.
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
