COACH’S REPORT 2010–2011

I would like to begin by thanking all husbands, parents, friends and family for all the support that you give the Deeside individual netball players and the Club. Being part of a club and team is a good recipe for life when players join the wider world at large; the social foundation, team building and very importantly the ‘healthy option’ is a programme for life.

Every season brings newness; of changing challenges, individual progression and individuals changes of circumstances, which all lead to a heady mix of team dynamics and individuality.

This season we saw the majority of our U17s & U16s disappear into the community at large as they endeavour to establish their places in the various societies. I hope that they will return at some point to their enjoyable childhood memories of playing netball and establish themselves in this worthwhile hobby.

Our Northern League team, which it our top team, once again survived the drop, it went down to the wire as the last game was a ‘must win’ situation, all the stops were pulled out and achieved. The desperate situation was on the cards not due to their standard of play but to the lack of commitment to training and travel. They have had some excellent and exciting games this season when they have all been singing from hymn sheet, so a change of emphasis for the team is being orchestrated for next season.
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The first team Deeside Demons remained unbeaten to claim the 1st Division title (Players Player: Lois Hough) and the second team Deeside Devils (Players Player: Rachel Coxon) also stay in the 1st Division. Deeside Degrees (Players Player – Kat Evernden) although gained points, lack of consistent shooting will see them play 2nd Division netball next season along with Deeside Dominoes (Players Player: Leanne Thomas) who have had an excellent season as they improved with every week, hence their deserved ‘Most Improved Team of the Year’ award.
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The junior element of the club has been fantastic as players from the Deeside Dolphins (Players Player: Hannah Jones) & Deeside Dreams (Players Player Summer Chamberlain) teams had players selected in the top 20 players for the Welsh Hub from the 2010 Inter-clubs competitions for U17s & U15s. Lois Hough (Defender of the Tournament 2010 & this was repeated in the 2011 U18 Inter-County Tournament) & Charlotte Wynne. Leanne Thomas (Shooter of the Tournament); Nia Cook, Jessica Daltrey, Sophie Morris, Hannah Jones, Chloe Maclennon, Lauren Cronshaw, Ellie Moore, who all but Charlotte are in the North-East Wales Welsh Hub.

In the recently held Inter-Clubs Tournament, May 2011, U13s; 15s & 17s, Deeside did not enter an U17 team due to lack of players that fitted into this age group but the U15s Deeside Dolphins had an unforgettable Tournament as they won the Tournament with just 6 players with player Leanne Thomas receiving ‘Player of the Tournament’ & ‘Shooter of the Tournament’ and Hannah Jones, Nia Cook, Jessica Daltrey and Sophie Davies receiving top 20 player awards which also included members of Deeside Dreams, who lost in the semi-finals to their Dolphins team mates. Chloe Maclennon received ‘Defender of the Tournament’ and Ellie Moore receiving the accolade of ‘Centre of the Tournament’; included in the haul the U13s Deeside Deuce ‘Team of the Year’ won the Tournament outright with no team attaining half their score – not even in the Final! A truly outstanding performance with the bonus of three of their players named in the top 20 players of the tournament, Leah Bowden, Charlotte Naylor and Lucy Forrester. (I actually think we should have had more – but there is always next season as the girls continue to improve and show all what they are about). 

Final year in the Junior League saw Dolphins winning the U15 League but losing to Chester on Finals Day, mainly due to playing with 6 players, it was just one ask too far but what a brilliant season. ‘Get Well’ soon from your ankle injury Sophie Morris! Deeside Dreams (Players Player: Summer Chamberlain) also had their battles as Boughton Belles Tigers gave them a good run for the money this season and the points were even-steven after the final game of the league but Dreams came out on top on goal difference and then went on to prove their resilience by winning them by 1 goal on finals day – what a brilliant competitive game. Dreams player, Ashley Davies was selected for the Welsh Hub from the Inter-County Tournament.  Deeside Dace (Players Player: Jordan Chamberlain) also had a brilliant season although they lost several players just after the beginning of the season they went on to prove that this would not stop the fight as they came 3rd in the Division with some help from the year below players and Faith Baker was selected, again from the Inter-County Tournament to attend the Welsh Hub. 
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Deeside Deuce (Players Player: Charlotte Naylor) won their U13 Division with some close games and new team Deeside Dazzlers, U13, (Players Player: Martha Roberts) also did really well as they improved throughout the season and I look forward to seeing them continue this great start into next season. Deeside Diamonds U12s; (Players Player: Tara Young) had some team changes, some positional movement of players and some new players all of who settled nicely into the squad.  This is the ‘need to get feisty’ squad and so next season look to taking the steps needed to see this happen as the talent is there to reach the top two, although they, as last season, got into the top 4 teams in the league. Deeside Doves (Players Player: Ceri Jones) continued their winning form from last year but towards the end of the season began to come a little unstuck as other teams really rose to challenge them; some of the players gritted their teeth and played brilliantly no matter what the challenge whereas others are going to have to learn to lose gracefully to be able to win again. The new U11s, Deeside Dice, (Players Player: Lowri Williams) have seen some great little players emerge as they took their place in the League and I look forward to some big improvements from this team next year. The little U10s, Deeside Darts (Players Player: Hannah Greenhalgh) which are indeed little, except Hannah! are made up of 8, 9 & 10 year olds have worked well and tried so hard but the potential is there and it will be realised.
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The Most improved U11 player is Natalie Green, and how she has improved this year as she, at the heart of her team, has run the length of the court, passed some great balls to her shooters and intercepted in centre court. Well deserved.

U11 Player of the Year has also gone to a centre court player who rarely shows that she is displeased, likes a bit of fun, but works very hard at training and on court. The very competitive Daisy Thomas. 

The Most Promising Young Player this season is a player that has shown lots of promise throughout her netball career, she moves around to suit her team on many and most occasions, and she shoots accurately and defends with spirit and was selected to play in the Wales U15 squad, Jessica Daltrey.

The Most Improved Junior Player of the Year had a neutral start to the season, chatty, fun loving and then the gradual turn around as her competitive spirit showed through making her a fierce adversary in centre court, so competitive and just loves to win, she deserved her top 20 selection in the Inter Clubs Tournament, Lucy Forrester.

The Junior Player of the Year, moves up to Adult Club next season and for some it will be hard to believe that this diminutive player is ready for that, but having had a taste of Adult netball this last season we can all be sure that this competitive centre court player with her surprising strength is more than able to make the full transition.  Getting the bit between her teeth sees Rachel Edwards at her very best as she fully deserves this award for the contribution she has made to her team this season.

The Most Improved Player has been selected for her tenacity and her accuracy. Several unnecessary setbacks with selection processes has seen this player grow as she set herself the task of improving what was already an accurate shooter. She is without doubt one of the best shooters in the North East Wales 2nd Division, she just looks effortless, Hannah Jones.

The person who has given her time this season to help out at whatever she can, timekeeping, scoring, travelling with the Northern League team, helping out at the Pontins Tournaments and finally providing first aid at the last two tournaments, where I think she came into her own as she showed patience, empathy and kindness with the people she was treating – Emma Pye, thanks!

The Most Improved Team of the Year began the season like trains rushing out of the station, as they were used to playing shorter games,  but once they overcame their trepidation, and got a few games under their belt they went from strength to strength finishing the 2nd Division in 3rd Place – Deeside Dominoes.

The Team of the Year has also gone from strength to strength, finding their feet early and then blending together their individual talents to become an excellent squad, deservedly winning the U13 Welsh Inter- Club Tournament, The Saturday Junior League and then Finals Day – a great season, now we have to keep it going – Deeside Deuce.

Last but definitely not least the ‘Player of the Year’ has worked from the start to the end of the season on her game & on her job as team captain, which was not an easy job this season. Not the tallest defender in the club but certainly uses her ability to understand and read the game to an excellent standard – irreplaceable – Sarah Parry.
